Jesus sees who you 
really are deep inside too. He knows your heart and your true worth, and He loves you no matter what.

THINK 
1.	 How do you think Zacchaeus felt when he realized that Jesus knew what he was really like inside?
2.	 Have you ever judged something on the outside (a food, a house, a book) and then realized it was 

totally different on the inside? Were you disappointed or glad? What can you learn from that mistake?
3.	 Think about the people you see throughout the week. Are there any people who seem okay on the 

outside but might be sad or lonely underneath? How can you look below the surface and show love 
to them?

4.	 What is the most valuable thing you own? How does it make you feel to know that you are incredibly 
valuable to Jesus, even though you mess up?

5.	 Are there some things you don’t want Jesus to know about you? You can’t hide anything from Him, 
but you can be sure that He loves you no matter what.

6.	 List three ways you can get to know who Jesus really is.
