In the Beginning, God… (Genesis 1:1-25)

God’s transcendence, power, and authority commanded 
creation into existence. The name used to describe God 
in Genesis 1 is Elohim, the common name of God in He-
brew. It means God is mighty, powerful, and exceedingly 
great. It describes the kind of God who speaks and the 
universe is born, a God who owns everything in creation 
because He spoke it into being. He is high, seated on 
the throne of the heavens. All created beings, including 
humankind, owe their allegiance to this amazing God 
because there is none like Him; there is no other God 
who has such power and authority, such bigness and 
transcendence. 

Moses, the author of Genesis, then takes a moment 
to retell the story of creation in chapter 2, this time with 
a subtle yet critical di�erence. In the second account 
we see Moses refer to God as “LORD God.” This name is 
di�erent from what was used in chapter 1. This name is 
the personal name of God; it doesn’t describe an attri-
bute or role of God but instead calls Him by His personal 
name: Yahweh.

When Moses uses the personal name of God, he is 
communicating something about the Creator. While we 
see God as powerful and authoritative in Genesis 1, we 
see in Genesis 2 that He is also personal and intimate. 
He is separate and holy, but also near and able to be 
known. Moses teaches us this by sharing God’s person-
al name, but we also see it in the unique and intimate 
way God created humankind. God didn’t just speak the 
first man into existence, as He did with the rest of cre-
ation. Instead, God formed Adam from the dirt, shaped 
and knitted him as a Craftsman working on His master-
piece. And if that wasn’t intimate enough, the Almighty 
breathed life into Adam. Man’s first breath was, as it 
were, the breath of God. Can you imagine Adam’s lungs 
inflating for the first time with a breath given by God? 
Do you see how intimate and close this Yahweh is as 
described in chapter 2?

As Elohim, God owns everything. All allegiance and 
worship are due Him because He is powerful and holy, 
set apart from creation as the infinitely mighty Creator. 
He has rights over us, and we are accountable to Him. 

But there is an amazing truth we often miss because our 
view of God stops there. Yes, because He is Elohim, we 
have to give Him our all. But because He is Yahweh, the 
God who is near and compassionate with His people, 
we should want to give Him our all. We should want to 
surrender all of our rights because this God wants better 
things for us than we could ever dream up for ourselves! 
Because our God is Elohim, we must give Him all our 
worship, but because He’s Yahweh, we gladly o�er it, as 
nothing else could make us happier. •

It is good, in God’s judgment, because He created it for a 
purpose that it fulfilled—to reflect and display the good character of the Cre-
ator. Therefore, sin and evil should not be seen as a foundational part of the 
creation but rather as a corruption of it. While the creation has been marred 
and distorted as a result of sin, it is still good in the hands of God and serves 
His purpose of proclaiming His glory in the world. God’s people should a�rm 
and seek to preserve the goodness of God’s creation (Gen. 2:15).

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Filled with holy fear, and pierced by holy insight, Rahab 
swung into action. She �rst protected the spies (hiding 
them on her roof while telling the king’s agents the 
strangers had come and gone). Second, she pled for mercy 
from the spies: “Now please swear to me by the LORD 
that you will also show kindness to my family, because I 
showed kindness to you. Give me a sure sign that you will 
spare the lives of my father, mother, brothers, sisters, and 
all who belong to them, and save us from death.” (Joshua 
2:12-13).

�e men consented to Rahab’s request under these 
conditions: She would have to gather her family in her 
house during the invasion; she would need to hang a red 
rope from her window. �is crimson cord would signal 
to the conquering Israelites her whereabouts. If she did 
this, the spies assured, she and her loved ones would 
be unharmed. Rahab took the men at their word. A�er 
carrying out their instructions, she and her family were 
spared. 

But the story doesn’t end there. A�er Jericho’s destruction, 
Rahab married an Israelite named Salmon. Together they 
had a child named Boaz, who was none other than the 
great grandfather of King David! We know this because 
Rahab’s name appears in the genealogy of Jesus Christ 
that begins the Gospel of Matthew (1:5). Two other 
times in the New Testament (Hebrews 11:31 and James 
2:25), Rahab is mentioned. In each instance she is hailed, 
praised for her faith, alongside “spiritual icons” like 
Abraham, Moses, and David.

“By faith Rahab the prostitute received the spies in peace and 
didn’t perish with those who disobeyed.” — Hebrews 11:31

There’s no nice way to say it.

Rahab was a harlot—in modern parlance, a hooker. At her home 
atop the wall that surrounded the bustling, ancient city of Jericho, 

Rahab took in strange men and gave out sexual favors.

Because of her prominent role in the story of Israel, a few prim and 
proper types have tried to improve Rahab’s image by engaging in a bit of 
revisionist history. “Maybe,” they’ve suggested, “she wasn’t actually a ‘lady 
of the night.’ Perhaps she was only an ‘innkeeper.’” 

It’s a nice try, a kind and understandable gesture; however, it can’t change 
the truth that the Bible repeatedly calls Rahab a “prostitute.” �is is how 
the Bible introduces her when we �rst meet her in the book of Joshua 
(Joshua 2:1; see also 6:17). It’s likely her “home” was less a motel, and 
more a “brothel.” 

Fully appreciating Rahab’s remarkable story takes some historical and 
cultural background. Here’s the context: A�er forty years of wandering 
in the desert wilderness east of Egypt and south of Canaan, the nation of 
Israel camped near the Jordan River, not far from Jericho. �is was right 
along the edge of the territory said to be “�owing with milk and honey” 
(Exodus 3:8; Numbers 14:8). It was this land the LORD (i.e., Yahweh, the 
God of the Jews) had promised Abraham and his descendants centuries 
before. 

Nervously watching the two to three million “homeless” refugees on 
their doorstep were the Canaanites, the current occupants of the land. 
(“Canaanites” is the generic name applied to the Amorites, Jebusites, 
Ammonites, et al.—all those �erce, polytheistic tribes that lived in a 
patchwork of city-states stretching across Palestine all the way to the 
Mediterranean.).

Like the rest of her neighbors, Rahab had heard all the stories: Yahweh’s 
obliteration of the mighty Egyptians in liberating his people, his 
annihilation of lesser nations that dared to stand in Israel’s way. Such 
anecdotes not only raised eyebrows, but heart rates and neck hairs! �e 
Hebrews themselves weren’t much in the way of a �ghting force, but their 
God was not to be tri�ed with. And suddenly there they were, massed on 
the border, clearly preparing to invade.

What do you suppose went through Rahab’s mind when two Israelite 
men—sent by Joshua to scope out the city—knocked on her door? No 
one can say for sure, but clearly something shi�ed in the soul of this 
woman of ill repute.

John Mark
The Comeback Kid
“�ey caught hold of him, but he le� the linen cloth behind 
and ran away naked.” — Mark 14:51–52

T
he Gospel of Mark describes a curious incident 
that took place on the night of Jesus’ arrest 
in the Garden of Gethsemane. As the mob of 

Jewish religious leaders and Roman soldiers started to 
drag Jesus away, they noticed a young man in a linen 
garment sneaking around. “�ey caught hold of him, but 
he le� the linen cloth behind and ran away naked” (Mark 
14:51–52).

�e fact that the encounter is mentioned nowhere else 
in Scripture suggests that the young man who �ed 
Gethsemane in shame (and very little else) may very well 
have been the writer of the Gospel himself: John Mark.

As humiliating as that experience may have been, John 
Mark’s story actually goes downhill from there. His family 
was well known in �rst-century Christian circles. When 
the apostle Peter was released from prison, he went to 
the house of John Mark’s mother, Mary, because he knew 
he would �nd fellow believers there. John Mark (better 
known as just Mark) likely rubbed shoulders with a 
number of Jesus’ disciples and close friends.

He was also the younger cousin of Barnabas, a traveling 
companion of the apostle Paul and one of the leading 
evangelists of the day. As for Mark himself, little is known 
about his ministry experiences. It’s hard to say, then, 
whether it was nepotism or a legitimate reputation that 
got him invited to accompany Paul and Barnabas on their 
�rst missionary journey.

Acts 13:5 describes Mark’s role as an “assistant.” He 
may have served as a business manager or a scribe who 
recorded the words and deeds of Paul and Barnabas. 
Whatever he did, though, he didn’t do for long. When 
the team reached the city of Perga, Mark had a change of 
heart and returned to Jerusalem (see Acts 13:13).

Details of the split are scarce. �e only clues the Bible 
o�ers are found in Acts 15:37–39. As Paul and Barnabas 
prepared for their second missionary journey together, 
Barnabas wanted to invite Mark to accompany them 
again, but Paul vehemently opposed the idea. As far as 
he was concerned, Mark had deserted them on their 
previous journey and Paul didn’t want it to happen again.

Major Prophets
Prophets (men who spoke for God) wrote 17 Old Testament books. Five 
of these books are in the division of the Bible called the Major Prophets. 
The other 12 books are called the Minor Prophets because these books 
are shorter than the books of the Major Prophets. These prophets called 
God’s people to faithfulness and holiness while preparing them for the 
coming Christ.

Isaiah, like the other books by prophets, takes its name from its 
author. The book includes prophecy about the coming of the Messiah. 
Isaiah is filled with references to Christ and His expected birth and 
suffering for the sins of the world.

Jeremiah calls the people of Judah to turn away from their 
idol worship and other sins. Just like Jeremiah, Christ loves people and 
mourns their sin.

Lamentations is a lament, or a song of mourning, over 
the sins of Judah and the destruction of Jerusalem by the Babylonians. 
Jeremiah wrote this book. It is a great example of the need for salvation 
that can only come from Jesus Christ.

Ezekiel was the prophet to the Jewish exiles in Babylon. He 
spoke of God’s judgment on Israel and other nations but also predicted 
the future blessings of God and salvation of His people. God refers to 
Ezekiel as “Son of man,” a reference that would later identify Jesus 
Christ as not just a human being, like Ezekiel, but also as God the Son.

Daniel was a Jew in exile in Babylon who was blessed by God for 
his faithfulness. The book also speaks of the power of God over people 
of all nations. Half of the book is history and half is prophecy. The 
prophecy includes Christ’s first and second coming and His eternal 
Kingdom.

GENESIS
Genesis is a book of beginnings. The opening words set the stage for all that 
will follow: “In the beginning God…”. God is the main character of the story and 
the book of Genesis describes His majestic plan to fill the earth with His glory. 
God speaks all things into existence, creating a perfect world that shows o� 
His greatness. He also places image-bearers, men and women, in this world to 
reflect His image and fill the earth.

The baturify scene in the Garden of Eden does not last long, however, as 
Satan tempts the first couple to doubt God’s love and disobey His commands. 
The first sin twists and distorts God’s grand design, ushering in the chaos and 
death that results from sin. The remainder of the book describes God’s plan to 
save sinners and fix the world broken by sin. God pledges to send a child, an 
o�spring of Eve, who will one day crush the head of Satan, sin, and death for-
ever (Gen 3:15). He even hints at the way that sin will be forgiven, as He o�ers a 
sacrifice to cover for the sins of Adam and Eve (Gen 3:21).

The primary focus of this story is on the call of Abraham and the emergence 
of God’s people—the nation of Israel—who would serve as the recipient of 
God’s promises and from whom would come the one who would make all 
things right once more. The stories throughout the book trace God’s faithful-
ness to His promises in spite of the sin of the people. God makes a covenant 
with the people, pledging to love them, save them, and dwell among them.

It is thought that Moses was the author of Genesis—probably writing them 
along with Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers, and Deuteronomy while in the wilder-
ness of Sinai. This writing would serve for formalize a unified record of God’s 
character and actions. Moses was best positioned to pen these words because 
of the central role he played in leading God’s people and the authority that 
came with His position.  

This book is the basis of God’s revelation of Himself, His character, and His 
mission in the world. Everything that follows in the Scripture, including the 
life, death, burial, and resurrection is built upon this foundation. The promises 
found in Genesis find their perfect and ultimate fulfillment in the person and 
work of Jesus Christ, who accomplishes God's plan to save sinners and fix the 
world.

INTRODUCCIÓN

Génesis
AUTORÍA, FECHA Y CONTEXTO HISTÓRICO
Desde la época precristiana, la autoría de la Torá, 
nombre con que se alude a los cinco primeros libros 
de la Biblia, se atribuyó a Moisés, un influyente líder 
israelita del segundo milenio a.C. y con un trasfondo 
aristocrático egipcio. Aunque técnicamente, Génesis 
es anónimo, tanto el Antiguo como el Nuevo Testa-
mento reconocen de forma unánime a Moisés como 
autor de la Torá (Jos. 8:35; 2 Crón. 23:18; Neh. 8:1; Mar. 
12:19,26; Luc. 2:22; Rom. 10:5; Heb. 10:28). A su vez, la 
evidencia interna sugiere que desde tiempos anti guos, 
se insertaron cambios editoriales menores en el tex-
to. Por ejemplo, la mención a «Dan» (14:14), una ciu dad 
que recibió su nombre en los días de los jueces (Jue. 
18:29), y el uso de una frase que suponía la existencia 
de reyes israelitas (Gén. 36:31).

La Torá (término hebreo para «ley») fue considerada 
una unidad hasta por lo menos el siglo II a.C. En al-
gún momento antes del nacimiento de Cristo, la Torá 
se dividió en cinco libros separados, que fueron luego 
llamados Pentateuco (lit., «cinco recipientes»). Génesis, 
el primer libro de la Torá, presenta tanto la historia 
universal de la humanidad como la historia patriarcal 
de la nación de Israel. La primera parte (caps. 1–11) es 
una historia general y suele conocerse como la «historia 
primigenia», porque muestra cómo toda la humanidad 
descendió de una pareja y cómo el hombre y la mujer 
pecaron. La segunda parte (caps. 12–50) es una histo-
ria más específica; se la conoce comúnmente como la 
«historia patriarcal», y se centra en el pacto que hizo 
Dios con Abraham y sus descendientes: Isaac, Jacob y 
los doce hijos de Jacob.

TYPES OF BIBLES

BRIDE’S BIBLE
For the bride to carry during the 
wedding ceremony. Usually a small, 
white or antique white Bible with a 
decorated wedding certificate.

CHILDREN’S BIBLE
A text Bible with simple Bible study 
helps, maps, and illustrations.

CONCORDANCE
An alphabetical listing of key words 
giving every book, chapter, and verse 
where the words appear in the Bible.

DICTIONARY/CONCORDANCE
A combination Bible dictionary/
concordance/ subject index – all in one 
handy alphabetical sequence.

FAMILY BIBLE
A large Bible containing a family 
record section and often other collateral 
material for family reading, study, and 
devotion.

GIANT-PRINT BIBLE
Features large, easy-to-read type, 
especially helpful for the visually 
impaired, the elderly, young children, or 
others who prefer an extremely readable 
type.

A Bible with center-column, in-verse, or 
end of verse references to other passages 
of Scripture on the same subject.

STUDY BIBLE
A Bible designed with an abundance of 
extra material to aid in Bible study.

TEXT BIBLE
A Bible containing only the text of the 
Scriptures.

BINDING MATERIALS

GENUINE LEATHER
A term used for binding material made 
from the natural skin of a variety of 
animals.

BONDED LEATHER
A high-quality, extremely durable 
material made from leather fiber plus 
a bonding agent. Holman Bibles uses 
only premium bonded leather, a superior 
material (without fillers of any kind) 
plus a bonding agent.

IMITATION/LEATHERTOUCH
A coated, man-made material that 
resembles leather.

PAPERBACK
A binding material, usually paper or 
similar material, used on inexpensive 
editions.

A snap flap or button flap is a flexible 
cover style in which the back cover 
extends to the front and is held with a 
decorative button snap.
