Through the covenants God made to Adam, Noah, Moses, 
David, and others, kids will connect to the God of steadfast faithfulness, even 
when we are unfaithful, and see how all of God’s promises are ultimately 
fulfilled in Jesus.

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Introduction
Genesis

Circumstances of Writing
Since pre-Christian times authorship of the 
Torah, the first five books of the Bible, has 
been attributed to Moses, an enormously 
influential Israelite leader from the second 
millennium BC with an aristocratic Egyptian 
background. Even though Genesis is tech-
nically anonymous, both the Old and New 
Testaments unanimously recognize Moses 
as the Torah’s author (Jos 8:35; 2Ch 23:18; 
Neh 8:1; Mk 12:19,26; Lk 2:22; Rm 10:5; Heb 
10:28). At the same time, evidence in Gen-
esis suggests that minor editorial changes 
dating to ancient times have been inserted 
into the text. Examples include the mention 
of “Dan” (14:14), a city that was not named 
until the days of the judges (Jdg 18:29), and 
the use of a phrase that assumed the exis-
tence of Israelite kings (Gn 36:31).

The Torah (a Hebrew term for “law” or “in-
struction”) was seen as one unit until at least 
the second century BC. Sometime prior to 
the birth of Christ, the Torah was divided 
into five separate books, later referred to as 
the Pentateuch (lit “five vessels”). Genesis, 
the first book of the Torah, provides both the 
universal history of humankind and the pa-
triarchal history of the nation of Israel. The 
first section (chaps. 1–11) is a general histo-
ry commonly called the “primeval history,” 
showing how all humanity descended from 
one couple and became sinners. The second 
section (chaps. 12–50) is a more specific his-
tory commonly referred to as the “patriar-
chal history,” focusing on the covenant God 
made with Abraham and his descendants: 
Isaac, Jacob, and Jacob’s twelve sons. Gen-
esis unfolds God’s plan to redeem and bless 
humanity through Abraham’s descendants. 

The book concludes with the events that led 
to the Israelites being in the land of Egypt.

Contribution to the Bible
Genesis lays the groundwork for everything 
else we read and experience in Scripture. 
Through Genesis we understand where we 
came from, how we got in the fallen state 
we are in, and the beginnings of God’s gra-
cious work on our behalf. Genesis unfolds 
God’s original purpose for humanity.

Genesis provides the foundation from which 
we understand God’s covenant with Israel 
that was established with the giving of the 
Law. For the Israelite community, the stories 
of the origins of humanity, sin, and the cov-
enant relationship with God helped them 
understand why God gave them the Law.

Structure
Genesis is chiefly a narrative. From a narra-
tive standpoint, God is the only true hero of 
the Bible, and the book of Genesis has the 
distinct privilege of introducing him. God 
is the first subject of a verb in the book 
and is mentioned more frequently than any 
other character in the Bible. The content of 
the first eleven chapters is distinct from the 
patriarchal stories in chapters 12–50. The 
primary literary device is the catchphrase 
“these are the family records.” The phrase 
is broader in meaning than simply “genera-
tion,” and refers more to a narrative account. 
This phrase also serves as a link between the 
key person in the previous narrative and the 
one anticipated in the next section. Genesis 
could be described as historical genealogy, 
which ties together creation and human his-
tory in one continuum.

Truth for Healing
in Genesis
As we face the painful issues of life 
in this world, the question we most 
often hear and utter ourselves is 
“Why?” The best place to go to begin 
answering those questions is Gene-
sis. It tells us that pain and trouble 
were not originally part of our nat-
ural human condition but resulted 
from humanity’s chosen separation 
from God. Genesis recounts how 
this separation manifested itself in 
the lives of people from Adam and 
Eve to the children of Judah in ways 
that are echoed in people’s lives to-
day. They exhibited behaviors and 
experiences of fear, shame, anger, 
violence, frustration, greed, deceit, 
arrogance, hatred, lust, and injustice 
that we know too well. But rather 

than leaving us in fatalistic despair, 
Genesis tells us of God’s redemptive 
plan to heal and restore through a 
descendant of Adam, Abraham, and 
Judah.

In Genesis we also find God speak-
ing grace and mercy into the lives 
of broken and struggling people 
like Cain, Abram, Hagar, Jacob, and 
Joseph. Hagar’s words of gratitude 
and wonder have brought encour-
agement to countless people suf-
fering from neglect or mistreatment 
by others: “So she named the LORD
who spoke to her: ‘You are El-roi,’ 
for she said, “In this place, have I ac-
tually seen the one who sees me?” 
(16:13).
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Financial Crisis
What to Do When the Bottom 
Drops Out
Jim Newheiser

G od is not unaware of our financial difficulties, and he knows our needs. His 
Word contains timeless wisdom and comfort to help us to face frightening 

financial storms (Ps 19:7). Scripture teaches us both how to prepare for financial 
crises and how to face a crisis when it comes. The Bible also teaches us to put 
our ultimate trust in God and not in our riches: “Anyone trusting in his riches will 
fall, but the righteous will flourish like foliage” (Pr 11:28).

Preparing for a Financial Crisis
In this life, there will be financial hardships and troubles to navigate. One result of 
the fall is that our work is under the curse (Gn 3:17–19). As we try to eke out a living, 
proverbial thorns and thistles are to be expected. Ongoing prosperity, security, 
and stability will not occur until Jesus returns and establishes his perfect kingdom.

While we cannot entirely avoid unexpected financial calamity, we can seek 
to be ready for this difficulty when it inevitably comes. Here are some helpful 
ways to prepare for financial challenges (which are also helpful strategies when 
you are facing a crisis).

1. Create and keep a budget. “The plans of the diligent certainly lead to profit, 
but anyone who is reckless certainly becomes poor,” Proverbs 21:5 reminds 
us. A budget is a plan for how you will spend and save your money. A wise 
goal would be for your income to surpass your expenditures, which will help 
provide a surplus for savings. It will also anticipate periodic future financial 
outlays (taxes, insurance, car repairs and replacement, etc.). In order for your 
budget to work, it must be implemented as you keep records to ensure that 
you remain within your spending plan. There are many online tools that can 
help you to do this easily and effectively. One recommended by the Wall 
Street Journal is mint.com. Crown Ministries also has some useful financial 
tools on their website (www.crown.org).

2. Limit your lifestyle. Proverbs 21:17 observes, “The one who loves pleasure will 
become poor; whoever loves wine and oil will not get rich.” During seasons of 
prosperity, it can be tempting to fully enjoy the fruits of our labor, with little 
thought of the future. We can afford the latest model phones and luxurious 
vacations, so we indulge. We don’t worry about the cost of frequently dining 
out and buying expensive coffee every day. Times are good.

3. Avoid debt. It is true that “the borrower is a slave to the lender” (Pr 22:7). 
Debt can be a great temptation. It allows us to live beyond our present 
income and lets us enjoy possessions and experiences without having to 
wait to accumulate the money to pay for them. While we can’t say that 
it is always wrong to borrow money (i.e., a mortgage), we should be very 
careful about taking on debt. Rather than stretching financially to buy a 
dream house, it might be wiser to purchase a more modest home with a 
more manageable payment. Rather than borrowing to buy a high-end late 
model vehicle, it is usually wiser to save for a more basic car for which you 
can pay in cash. A general rule is never to owe more on anything than the 
amount for which you could sell it in a crisis.1 Sooner or later, steep debt 
becomes an enslaving burden. 

4. Save. The key to Egypt and its neighbors surviving the lengthy famine in 
Joseph’s day was saving and storing up food by restraining themselves from 
consuming all of the abundance of the “fat cow” years (Gn 41). We also do 
wisely to save for troubled times. Conventional wisdom is that a family 

should have 3–6 months’ worth of expenses saved in order to survive a 
financial crisis. This practice requires self-discipline during times of pros-
perity. Businesses and families who enter a financial crisis with savings 
often not only survive but prosper through hard times. Those with savings 
and without debt often come out ahead in times of economic crisis.

5. Maintain and upgrade your marketable skills. During times of prosperity, 
unemployment is often low and it is relatively easy to find a job. But during 
an economic crisis with high unemployment, often only the most skilled 
workers will be able to find gainful employment. It is wise to take courses to 
upgrade your present skills, or even to acquire additional skills which might be 
useful during hard times. Some people are too dependent upon their present 
job. They are unprepared for the possibility of their employer falling onto 
hard times or deciding that their services are no longer needed. If this were 
to happen, do you have skills by which you could get another job?

6. Build strong ties with your church community. The early church was charac-
terized by sacrificial generosity toward those in need (Ac 2:44–45; 4:32–37; 
Gl 2:10). During the first century, the LORD used a financial crisis (famine) 
to unite the church as the Gentile churches helped the Jewish churches (Ac 
11:28–30; 2Co 8–9). We should be generous to the needs of our church family 
as God prospers us (1Co 16:1–2; Eph 4:28). And as members of the church, 
we should be prepared to care for those who are in economic distress.

7. Trust God, not your wealth. While it is wise to plan and to be prepared 
for a financial crisis, our ultimate trust cannot be in our savings or our 
preparation. Our careful planning is still subject to God’s sovereign will 
(Pr 16:19). We must plan and prepare humbly, remembering we are not in 
control. Even as we wisely prepare for a financial downturn, we need to 
remember that no matter how much financial wealth we accumulate, we 
cannot take it with us into the next life (Lk 12:16–21; Mt 6:19–20,33). 

Facing a Financial Crisis
Whether a hardship has come through poor planning or it has landed on your 
doorstep due to no fault of yours, your heavenly Father cares about everything 
that concerns you, and he stands ready to walk you through this trial. Here are 
some specific pointers for seeking him during this time:

1. Cry out to God for help. During times of plenty we may repeat the LORD’s 
Prayer, “Give us today our daily bread” (Mt 6:11) with little serious thought. 
But when we aren’t sure how we will be able to pay for this month’s food 
and housing, we express our dependence upon God’s provision with much 
greater fervency. Ask him to help you to find work so that you can provide 
for your family. Ask him to help you to make wise financial decisions. Ask 
for the gift of faith so that you can trust him during this hard time.

2. Examine your own heart. God may use a financial crisis to expose areas of 
sin or to loosen your grip on earthly riches and to value heavenly treasure 
(Mt 6:19–21). As we seek the LORD in our time of trial, perhaps we will 
discover that our trust has been in our own resources rather than in him. 
Or perhaps this lean season will help us realize we’ve been chasing the 
wrong treasure.

3. Confess your failings. If your financial mess is largely of your own making, 
rather than creating excuses or complaining about your bad luck, repent 
of your sins of overspending, taking on too much debt, covetousness, or 
presumption toward him (1Jn 1:8– 9). Jesus has made a way for us to be 
forgiven for all our sins. You will find that the LORD is forgiving, merciful, 
and compassionate toward his children, especially as we approach him 
humbly (Ps 103:8,10–14). 

4. Trust God to meet your needs. You can rest knowing the LORD’s attention 
to your needs (Ps 37:25). In the midst of a crisis, we need not be consumed 
with fear and worry because our ultimate hope is not in our politicians, 
employers, or even ourselves. Our hope is fixed upon our heavenly Father 
who loves us and will provide what we need (Mt 6:31–32). Take heart in 
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female. When they were created, he blessed 
them and called them mankind.A
