The Last Hour

Remaining with God
²⁴  What you have heard from the beginning is to remain in you. If what you 
have heard from the beginning remains in you, then you will remain in 
the Son and in the Father. ²⁵  And this is the promise that he himself made 
to us: eternal life.

²⁶  I have written these things to you concerning those who are trying to 
deceive you. ²⁷  As for you, the anointing you received from him remains in 
you, and you don’t need anyone to teach you. Instead, his anointing teach-
es you about all things and is true and is not a lie; just as it has taught you, 
remain in him.

God’s Children
²⁸  So now, little children, remain in him so that when he appears we may have 
confidence and not be ashamed before him at his coming. ²⁹  If you know that 
he is righteous, you know this as well: Everyone who does what is right has

3 been born of him. ¹  See what great love the Father has given us that we 
should be called God’s children  —   and we are! The reason the world does

⁷ Little children, let no one deceive you. The one who does what is right is 
righteous, just as he is righteous. ⁸  The one who commits sin is of the devil, 
for the devil has sinned from the beginning. The Son of God was revealed for 
this purpose: to destroy the devil’s works. ⁹ Everyone who has been born of 
God does not sin, because his seed remains in him; he is not able to sin, be-
cause he has been born of God. ¹⁰  This is how God’s children and the devil’s 
children become obvious. Whoever does not do what is right is not of God, 
especially the one who does not love his brother or sister.

Love in Action
¹¹  For this is the message you have heard from the beginning: We should 
love one another, ¹² unlike Cain, who was of the evil one and murdered his 
brother. And why did he murder him? Because his deeds were evil, and his 
brother’s were righteous.

¹³  Do not be surprised, brothers and sisters, if the world hates you. ¹⁴  We 
know that we have passed from death to life because we love our brothers 
and sisters. The one who does not love remains in death. ¹⁵ Everyone who 

hates his brother or sister is a murderer, and you know that no murderer has 
eternal life residing in him. ¹⁶  This is how we have come to know love: He laid 
down his life for us. We should also lay down our lives for our brothers and 
sisters. ¹⁷  If anyone has this world’s goods and sees a fellow believer in need 
but withholds compassion from him  —   how does God’s love reside in him? 
¹⁸ Little children, let us not love in word or speech, but in action and in truth.

¹⁹  This is how we will know that we belong to the truth and will reassure 
our hearts before him ²⁰ whenever our hearts condemn us; for God is great-
er than our hearts, and he knows all things.

²¹  Dear friends, if our hearts don’t condemn us, we have confidence be-
fore God ²²  and receive whatever we ask from him because we keep his 
commands and do what is pleasing in his sight. ²³  Now this is his command: 
that we believe in the name of his Son, Jesus Christ, and love one another 
as he commanded us. ²⁴  The one who keeps his commands remains in him, 
and he in him. And the way we know that he remains in us is from the Spir-
it he has given us.

The Spirit of Truth and the Spirit of Error

4 Dear friends, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits to see if they 
are from God, because many false prophets have gone out into the world.

²  This is how you know the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesses that 
Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is from God, ³  but every spirit that does 
not confess Jesus is not from God. This is the spirit of the antichrist, which 
you have heard is coming; even now it is already in the world.

⁴  You are from God, little children, and you have conquered them, because 
the one who is in you is greater than the one who is in the world. ⁵  They are 
from the world. Therefore what they say is from the world, and the world 
listens to them. ⁶  We are from God. Anyone who knows God listens to us; 
anyone who is not from God does not listen to us. This is how we know the 
Spirit of truth and the spirit of deception.

Knowing God through Love
⁷  Dear friends, let us love one another, because love is from God, and every-
one who loves has been born of God and knows God. ⁸  The one who does 
not love does not know God, because God is love. ⁹  God’s love was revealed 
among us in this way: God sent his one and only Son into the world so that 
we might live through him. ¹⁰  Love consists in this: not that we loved God, 
but that he loved us and sent his Son to be the atoning sacrifice for our sins. 
¹¹  Dear friends, if God loved us in this way, we also must love one another. 
¹²  No one has ever seen God. If we love one another, God remains in us and 
his love is made complete in us. ¹³  This is how we know that we remain in him 
and he in us: He has given us of his Spirit. ¹⁴  And we have seen and we testify 
that the Father has sent his Son as the world’s Savior. ¹⁵ Whoever confesses 
that Jesus is the Son of God  —   God remains in him and he in God. ¹⁶  And we 
have come to know and to believe the love that God has for us.

God is love, and the one who remains in love remains in God, and God re-
mains in him. ¹⁷  In this, love is made complete with us so that we may have 
confidence in the day of judgment, because as he is, so also are we in this 
world. ¹⁸  There is no fear in love; instead, perfect love drives out fear, be-
cause fear involves punishment. So the one who fears is not complete in 
love. ¹⁹  We love because he first loved us. ²⁰  If anyone says, “I love God,” and 
yet hates his brother or sister, he is a liar. For the person who does not love 
his brother or sister whom he has seen cannot love God whom he has not 
seen. ²¹  And we have this command from him: The one who loves God must 
also love his brother and sister.

5 Everyone who believes that Jesus is the Christ has been born of God, and 
everyone who loves the Father also loves the one born of him. ²  This is 

how we know that we love God’s children: when we love God and obey his 
commands. ³  For this is what love for God is: to keep his commands. And 
his commands are not a burden, ⁴ because everyone who has been born of 
God conquers the world. This is the victory that has conquered the world: 
our faith.

BOOK OF RUTH:

Ruth’s covenantal faithful-
ness to Naomi and to God 
showed those who were 
not ethnic Israelites that 
they, too, could be incor-
porated into the people 
of God through faith. If 
Moabites who joined them-
selves to the Lord could be 
accepted, there was hope 
for other Gentiles as well 
(Is 56:3-7). The book of 
Ruth effectively answered 
questions that may have 
been raised over the 
legitimacy of the Davidic 
line, given his Moabite 
roots, and it also serves as 
a demonstration of Paul’s 
later statement that there 
is “no distinction between 
Jew and Greek” when it 
comes to the gospel 
(Rm 10:12).

ON THE TIMELINE The book of Ruth is set “during the time of the judges” (Ru 1:1), 
a period of social and religious disorder when “everyone did whatever seemed 
right to him” (Jdg 17:6). Historically, this era bridged the time between the con-
quest of the land under Joshua and the rise of King David, whose genealogy forms 
the conclusion of the book. The book of Ruth opens with a famine in the land and 
ends with the birth of Obed, the grandfather of King David (likely around 1150 BC
to 1100 BC).

A LITTLE BACKGROUND The book of Ruth gets its name from one of its prin-
cipal characters, a Moabite woman named Ruth who was the ancestor of David 
and Jesus. After reading the book of Judges, which paints a dark and depressing 
picture of Israel, the story of Ruth comes as a welcome relief. Although the book is 
relatively short, it is rich in examples of kindness, faith, and patience. Ruth is one 
of the five scrolls that were to be read during the Jewish festivals, in particular the 
Festival of Weeks.

MESSAGE & PURPOSE The book of Ruth demonstrates how the Lord shows His 
covenant faithfulness to His undeserving people, often in surprising ways. The 
genealogy of David at the end of the book shows that the Lord worked through 
this story to provide for His people’s need of a king.

Construir un matrimonio 
para que dure
Cinco hábitos esenciales 
para las parejas
Brad Hambrick

S ea cual sea tu situación, nunca es demasiado pronto, ni demasiado tarde, 
para crear hábitos que fortalezcan y hagan crecer tu matrimonio. La realidad 

es que en tu matrimonio vas a forjar hábitos, aunque no te lo propongas. A me-
dida que vivimos vamos creando hábitos. En los próximos meses vas a cultivar 
intencionadamente hábitos que fomenten un matrimonio más sano y que honre 
más a Dios, o, espero que no, caerás en hábitos que dan lugar a prioridades des-
equilibradas y a los consiguientes conflictos. 

Formar hábitos es inevitable, pero la intencionalidad puede hacer que sea algo 
beneficioso. Sea cual sea la etapa de tu vida o el estado de tu matrimonio, hay 
algo que está garantizado: si descuidas los principios aquí expuestos, será difícil 
que tu matrimonio prospere.

Cinco prácticas esenciales para las parejas
En este artículo, vamos a considerar cinco categorías básicas de hábitos saludables 
para tu matrimonio, que cubren una amplia gama de necesidades personales, 
relacionales y espirituales: 1) Administrar los recursos básicos; 2) Prosperar como 
personas; 3) Honrar la relación; 4) Conocer en profundidad; y 5) Adorar en verdad. 

Administrar es lo primero, porque revela que todo en la vida, incluido el ma-
trimonio, es un don que Dios nos ha dado con un propósito. Nuestro objetivo con 
«administrar los recursos básicos» es discernir cómo quiere Dios que cuidemos 
de nuestro matrimonio para cumplir su propósito en cada miembro de nuestra 
familia, en cada etapa de la vida.

Prosperar nos incita a recordar que, a diferencia de Dios, nosotros somos 
criaturas limitadas con necesidad de ciertos elementos esenciales para nuestra 
sanidad. Incluso antes de que la humanidad cayera en pecado (Gn. 3), éramos 
finitos (Gn. 1–2). Las personas necesitaban dormir y comer incluso antes de que 
existiera una razón para el arrepentimiento. Aquí nos desafiaremos unos a otros 
a cuidarnos física y emocionalmente para que nuestras deficiencias en el matri-
monio no se deban a una falta de cuidados personales básicos.

Honrar nos invita a ser conscientes de que no solo somos limitados, sino 
también pecadores, que por naturaleza no pensamos en los demás primero (Ro. 
3:23). Queremos salirnos con la nuestra, y con demasiada frecuencia estamos 
dispuestos a tratar mal a los que amamos para lograrlo (Stg. 4:1-6). No es una 
imagen muy bella del corazón humano, pero es exacta. Cualquier debate sobre 
un matrimonio que honre a Dios debe arraigarse en este tipo de consciencia de 
uno mismo cimentada en el evangelio.

La idea de conocer señala que para el matrimonio necesitamos ser estudiantes 
vitalicios de un cónyuge que no deja de cambiar. Puede que hayas oído decir: «A 
lo largo de tu matrimonio estarás casado con docenas de personas». La vida los 
cambia a ambos. Amar a tu cónyuge implica no dejar nunca de aprender qué es 
más importante, más desafiante y más satisfactorio para él o ella.

Adorar nos abre los ojos para ver que la vida no es un juego sin sentido en 
el que ganan los que se divierten más y sufren menos.
