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These simple ornaments can be made into 
beautiful keepsakes for your family to hang on 
your tree for years to come. 

You may choose to hang the ornaments on 
your family Christmas tree, or you can use a 
Jesse tree—a tree specifically used to prepare 
for Advent. The name of this tree comes from 
Isaiah 1:11 which says, “A shoot will come up 
from the stump of Jesse; his roots, a Branch 
will bear fruit.” Jesse was King David’s father, 
and Jesus is the shoot Isaiah referred to. He is 
the Messiah all people looked forward to, so a 
Jesse tree is a physical representation of Jesus’s 
coming. This can be a real tree, a felt or cloth 
hanging, or whatever you’d like it to be. 

Use the ornaments found on the following 
pages or, if you need more, go to this book’s 
website to download a copy of the ornaments.

Simple cut-out ornament
For those in need of a simpler method, cut the 
ornaments out, poke a hole in the top, and tie a 
string through it. Just be sure to store them in 
such a way that they won’t get bent from year 
to year.

Felt ornament
If you’d like the ornaments to go with a felt  
tree, consider using felt cloth as the backing 
for each ornament. Simply cut out felt 
circles three inches in diameter, cut out each 
ornament, and use tacky glue to attach the 
ornament to the center of the felt circle. If 
you’re sticking the ornament to a felt tree, 

that’s all you need to do! If you’d like the 

ornament to hang, be sure to leave some space 
at the top to cut or punch out a small hole 
and add some string so you can hang each 
ornament on your tree.

Wooden ornament
To make a sturdy wood ornament, purchase 
natural wood slice ornaments at least three 
inches in diameter. Make sure that the 
ornaments you purchase already have holes cut 
in the top to add a hanging string. To attach 
the ornaments, apply a very thin layer of tacky 
glue to the wood and then place your cut-out 
ornament over the top. Make sure the glue is 
thin so that the ink doesn’t run. Also, be sure 
that the ornament is secured at all edges so 
that the edges don’t come back up year after 
year. Give your ornament plenty of time to dry, 
and then hang them on your tree each day of 
December.

Tip: You can use this same method with 
round, flat acrylic ornaments.

Bulb ornament
Finally, you can always add these ornaments 
to classic bulbs. Simply purchase clear, fillable 
ornament bulbs that are at least three inches in 
diameter. Cut out the ornaments, and then place 
them in the bulb. You may choose to secure 
them with hot glue or just let them lie in the 
bulb for a more organic look. Consider adding 
shredded basket grass to the back of the bulb 
to fill the space a little more. You can also tie a 
ribbon around the top of the ornament to make 
it look even more ornate.
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
